The mission of West Virginia Wesleyan College is reflected in good measure in its name. Its founding in 1890 by the West Virginia Annual Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church climaxed a 16-year effort to establish a center of learning in the then-young state that would reflect the values of the Methodist community, meet the church's need for an educated leadership, and provide an educational resource for the general citizenry of the state and region.

Originally known as the West Virginia Conference Seminary, the new school opened September 3, 1890, in a splendid new three-story brick building located on the present site of the Lynch-Raine Administration Building. 


More recently, West Virginia Wesleyan College's technology initiatives have gained national recognition as a pioneer in ubiquitous computing in higher education. Wesleyan was the recipient of the prestigious Pioneer Award that acknowledges groundbreaking efforts of colleges and universities that have made commitments toward offering students ubiquitous-or "anytime, anywhere"-access to information technology.

This fall, West Virginia Wesleyan College was pleased to announce a new partnership with Dell University. Students attending Wesleyan now participate in this program. Student feedback has shown that mobile computing adds tremendously to the learning environment at Wesleyan. The Student Ownership program will allow students to select a laptop based on their individual needs and purchase it directly from Dell, the college certified vendor. Because of the relationship with the vendor, WVWC will provide on-site warranty and insurance repair for the Dell computers in the program.
